Each year Murray Conservatorium receives limited funds for Scholarships; this program has been developed to 

support students of all levels with scholarships awarded on the basis of demonstrated achievement or potential on a 

particular instrument or in voice. Scholarships are awarded through an audition process with a panel of adjudicators. 

 

Please ensure you understand the criteria and requirements for Scholarships before applying. 

 

Application  

Applications must be submitted to the office  or emailed to admin@murraycon.com.au  

by 5pm Friday 10th November 2023 

Late entries will not be accepted. 

 

Auditions 

Auditions will be held on Saturday 18 November 2023 

 

General Scholarship Information 

Scholarships are open to: 

● All Persons – No Age limit  

● Both Current and prospective Conservatorium Students 

● Students at all stages and levels of development 

● All instruments including piano, percussion, voice, brass, strings and woodwind 

 

Requirements for Auditions 

Applicants will be notified by email of the Audition time; once time is allocated no rescheduling can be made. Any 

special requests for time allocations need to be made at time of application, however we cannot guarantee all 

requests will be accommodated. 

Auditions may be filmed and used as part of Murray Conservatorium’s marketing including social media. 

Performance of two contrasting pieces. 

      Pieces are to be in accordance with the grade level of the student 

     Pieces should not exceed 8 minutes in length, total. 

Applicants must provide a copy of their music for the panel. 

Photocopying is not available on the day. 

General presentation and performance etiquette will be taken into consideration. 

You may be asked general knowledge questions on repertoire and /or general commitment. 

Applicants must provide their own accompanist or backing tracks if performing accompanied pieces of work. A list of 

accompanists is available through the Murray Conservatorium Office 

 

 

Scholarship Awards 

Successful and unsuccessful applicants will be notified by letter. 

The decision of the Scholarships Panel is final.  No correspondence will be entered into. 

Scholarships will be awarded to students for study with Murray Conservatorium Tutors in 2024 and are tenable over 

one full academic year. 

Pro rata accounts will be issued for the term of the Scholarship.   

The Conservatorium reserves the right to withdraw scholarships at any time should a student fail to demonstrate 

acceptable commitment or if any of the scholarship conditions are not met. 

Students may apply for more than one scholarship but may only be awarded one scholarship per instrument. 
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Outcomes will be determined prior to the commencement of Term 1 2024. 

 

Scholarship Winner Conditions 

Attend acceptance interview with CEO of Murray Conservatorium 

Scholarship recipients must attend 2 Scholarship Concerts (Feb and September) 

Scholarship recipients will be required to present at least two performances for Murray Conservatorium; these may 

be recorded or live. 

Be available for interviews and photographs for press opportunities.  

Scholarship holders are expected to be Ambassadors for the Murray Conservatorium. 

Scholarship recipients who have not met their performance requirements for the year will be ineligible to apply for 

further scholarships.
